Veterans Day 2024 is on Monday, Nov. 11, 2024.
As a federal holiday, Veterans Day is typically observed on Nov. 11 every year. However, if it occurs on a Sunday then the federal government designates the following Monday as the Federal holiday. If Nov. 11 falls on a Saturday, then the government may designate either Saturday or Friday. The 2024 federal observation date is Monday, Nov. 11, 2024.
When the observed Federal holiday and Nov. 11 dates are different, Veterans Day activities may take place on both days. Many activities are often scheduled the weekend leading up to Veterans Day even during years when both dates match.
Veterans have many milestones to back on. 2020 marked the 75th anniversary of the end of WWII, the 70th anniversary of the beginning of the Korean War, and the 30th anniversary of both the end of the Panama Invasion and the beginning of Desert Shield.
About Veterans Day
Veterans Day is observed every year on Nov. 11. Veterans Day evolved from Armistice Day, which was proclaimed in 1919 by President Woodrow Wilson.
Armistice Day recognizes the end of World War I, when fighting ceased at the 11th hour, on the 11th day, of the 11th month in 1918. (Nov. 11th at 11 A.M, 1918).
On Nov. 11, 1947 Raymond Weeks, a World War II veteran, organized a “National Veterans Day” parade in Birmingham, Alabama, to recognize veterans of all wars, according to the Department of Veterans Affairs.
According to the Emporia Convention and Visitors Bureau official site, “In 1953 Veterans Day was organized and celebrated in Emporia, Kansas; one year prior to the first nationwide observance on Nov. 11, 1954.”
These celebrations may have influenced Congress to change Armistice Day to Veterans Day in 1954 to recognize veterans of all U.S. wars.
President Dwight D. Eisenhower made Nov. 11 the official national observance of Veterans Day after Kansas Congressman Ed Rees (who was from Emporia) proposed the bill in Congress to change Armistice Day to Veterans Day.
According to History.com, Veterans Day wasn’t always held on Nov. 11. In 1968, Congress passed the Uniform Holidays Bill, moving Veterans Day to the fourth Monday in October beginning in 1971. But, in 1975 President Gerald Ford returned the observance to Nov. 11.
Veterans Day Moment of Silence
On Veterans Day, Americans observe a two-minute moment of silence beginning at 1:11 p.m. Central standard time to honor of the service and sacrifice of veterans throughout history.

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Thanksgiving Day is a national holiday in the United States, and Thanksgiving 2022 occurs on Thursday, November 24. 
In 1621, the Plymouth colonists and the Wampanoag shared an autumn harvest feast that is acknowledged today as one of the first Thanksgiving celebrations in the colonies. For more than two centuries, days of thanksgiving were celebrated by individual colonies and states. It wasn’t until 1863, in the midst of the Civil War, that President Abraham Lincoln proclaimed a national Thanksgiving Day to be held each November.

Thanksgiving at Plymouth

In September 1620, a small ship called the Mayflower left Plymouth, England, carrying 102 passengers—an assortment of religious separatists seeking a new home where they could freely practice their faith and other individuals lured by the promise of prosperity and land ownership in the "New World." After a treacherous and uncomfortable crossing that lasted 66 days, they dropped anchor near the tip of Cape Cod, far north of their intended destination at the mouth of the Hudson River. One month later, the Mayflower crossed Massachusetts Bay, where the Pilgrims, as they are now commonly known, began the work of establishing a village at Plymouth.
Throughout that first brutal winter, most of the colonists remained on board the ship, where they suffered from exposure, scurvy and outbreaks of contagious disease. Only half of the Mayflower’s original passengers and crew lived to see their first New England spring. In March, the remaining settlers moved ashore, where they received an astonishing visit from a member of the Abenaki tribe who greeted them in English. 
Several days later, he returned with another Native American, Squanto, a member of the Pawtuxet tribe who had been kidnapped by an English sea captain and sold into slavery before escaping to London and returning to his homeland on an exploratory expedition. Squanto taught the Pilgrims, weakened by malnutrition and illness, how to cultivate corn, extract sap from maple trees, catch fish in the rivers and avoid poisonous plants. He also helped the settlers forge an alliance with the Wampanoag, a local tribe, which would endure for more than 50 years and tragically remains one of the sole examples of harmony between European colonists and Native Americans.
In November 1621, after the Pilgrims’ first corn harvest proved successful, Governor William Bradford organized a celebratory feast and invited a group of the fledgling colony’s Native American allies, including the Wampanoag chief Massasoit. Now remembered as American’s “first Thanksgiving”—although the Pilgrims themselves may not have used the term at the time—the festival lasted for three days. While no record exists of the first Thanksgiving’s exact menu, much of what we know about what happened at the first Thanksgiving comes from Pilgrim chronicler Edward Winslow, who wrote:
“Our harvest being gotten in, our governor sent four men on fowling, that so we might after a special manner rejoice together, after we had gathered the fruits of our labors; they four in one day killed as much fowl, as with a little help beside, served the Company almost a week, at which time amongst other Recreations, we exercised our Arms, many of the Indians coming amongst us, and amongst the rest their greatest king Massasoit, with some ninety men, whom for three days we entertained and feasted, and they went out and killed five Deer, which they brought to the Plantation and bestowed on our Governor, and upon the Captain and others. And although it be not always so plentiful, as it was at this time with us, yet by the goodness of God, we are so far from want, that we often wish you partakers of our plenty."
Historians have suggested that many of the dishes were likely prepared using traditional Native American spices and cooking methods. Because the Pilgrims had no oven and the Mayflower’s sugar supply had dwindled by the fall of 1621, the meal did not feature pies, cakes or other desserts, which have become a hallmark of contemporary celebrations

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CITY COUNCIL NEWS
CITIZENS CALL FOR BUSINESS
a) Citizen, Harry Lee Jr. and Thrive Economic Development Director, Jared Wheeler, presented to the council a business proposal. Harry presented that he was approached by a business that wanted access to the funds we have available to expand business in another location. Harry stated, I was interested in a business opening in a location other than La Harpe, I want to help my community. However, this business is still very interested in La Harpe they reached out to Jared Wheeler. Jared stated this company would like to build in La Harpe a 26,000 square foot facility, the building would cost roughly $5 million to build. Harry stated the La Harpe Telephone company has access to funds, 20 years ago we borrowed just under $6 million from the Department of Agricultural, we have $2.3 million to loan at a very low interest rate or even at 0% interest but it may be a risk on our part. This company contact Jared and discussed access to the REDL Program, Jared stated we need a few different pots to pull from to be able to have this production in La Harpe. After being a part of the community conversation for La Harpe, I learned most citizens are wanting more businesses in La Harpe but it takes financing and property. Jared shared some handouts; one handout had a map outlined of the property this business is looking at. It is about 3 acres and would be big enough for a building plus parking lot. Jared asked 2 questions: 1) Is this property zoned for industrial use and if not, would the city council be interested in rezoning. 2) Would the city council keep in mind to transfer ownership at a favorable rate or even donate it. The piece of land we are looking at is the East side of the park, this business could be a potential property of growth for La Harpe. It would start out employing about 10 employees. Danny Ware Jr asked if there was a time frame on the decision. Jared stated, we are looking at as soon as possible but there is no rush. Harry asked the council if there was any interest adding to the city’s tax base. Sharlyn Thompson expressed concerns about a product being made that could involve health risks. Jared assured the council there will not be any health issues involved. Angela Barker expressed concerns about the park, the zipline and children playing and their safety. Harry stated the building will not be placed that far west and should not interfere with park safety. Danny Ware Jr mentioned; if we don’t at least entertain the proposal, it’s not fair to our tax payers. Mayor Crowell stated, it sounds like something the city is interested in. Jared noted, the business is production, not assembly. On another note, Harry stated, we are interested in building homes and we have a contractor will to do so. With interest rates and supplies being high, they wouldn’t be affordable but there are grants available the city could apply for. In the community conversation there were 45 people interested in seeing 2 and/or 3bedroom homes built in La Harpe. According to the Kansas Housing Resource Corporation, the median income for La Harpe is: 2-person household - $66,200.00 and a 4-person household - $82,700.00. The grant through KHRC needs to be applied for by the city, before November 22, 2024, and then passed through the developer and contractor. How the pre-award process works; step one: the city agrees to apply. Step two: Thrive submits an intent to apply on behalf of the city and Harry Lee, and step three: the city and Harry Lee enter into an MOU (Memorandum of Understanding). Thrive and Harry will complete the application. Jared stated, once the city agrees to apply, they will not have to do anything else. Thrive, Harry Lee, and the contractor will do everything else. The post-award process will take place after March of 2025, if the city was successful in obtaining grant dollars they will be awarded those funds after that date. Thrive will administer the funds on behalf of the city and perform necessary reporting to KHRC. Then the final step will be the contracted builder completes construction and Thrive submits tenancy reports to KHRC for 5 years once occupied. Jared shared the potential results for La Harpe by adding additional housing; increased population, increased tax revenue, increased utility revenue, and vibrancy. What risks are involved with this project, absolutely none. Jared explained, if the city is interested in moving forward with the grant, Harry Lee would be the developer, city would only be the applicant, and Thrive would be the grant writer. Jared asked the council to vote for the city of La Harpe to be the applicant for the KHRC grant. City attorney, Fred Works, stated the city of Humboldt has done a number of these and it would be good growth for La Harpe. Danny Ware expressed concerns; what if Harry Lee defaults, does it fall back on the city. Jared assured, the city is not at risk for anything, if Harry did default it would come back on him. Harry Lee stated, the property he is wanting to develop is between Main Street and Washington Street, south side of Third street. Mayor Crowell mentioned a sewer line and electric lines through the area but according to Jared, the grant will cover all costs associated with getting these homes built. Danny Ware Jr made the motion to have the city of La Harpe apply for the Kansas Housing Resource Corporation grant. Ron Knavel seconded. Motion carried 5-0.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
a) Incentive Ordinance- Mayor Crowell stated a few council members got together for a workshop to discuss the incentive ordinance and it was discovered the electric was left out of section 4-1002. The city is wanting to add electric in there as well as underground electric but customer needs to pay the cost difference if they choose to go underground. Fred stated a new ordinance will have to be written and published before passing. 

NEW BUSINESS
a) Park – Angela Barker shared that Josh Oberly, with Modern Woodmen, approached her wondering if the city was in need of anything for the park. She suggested a nice bench to set near the playground, there isn’t enough seating for people and this is a really nice bench worth $350.00. Council thought that would be a nice fit for the park and Mayor Crowell stated she would like it put in concrete so it won’t disappear. 
b) Emergency Water Supply Plan – Tabled until December.
c) Neighborhood Revitalization – Michelle shared the program is coming up for renewal in January 2025. The city will have to adopt an ordinance, hold a public hearing and obtain required signatures on the contract. Fred suggested we hold the public hearing at the December council meeting.
d) Water Testing Supplies – Mayor Crowell stated the water tester the city staff uses to test water daily has stopped working. Penny Miller stated she was able to borrow on from Gas city. Pricing of the tester is $690.00 and the sample cells are $76.35, I need a motion to purchase both items. Danny Ware Jr made the motion to buy both items needed. Sharlyn Thompson seconded. Motion carried 5-0.
e) Employee Handbook – Ron Knavel suggested we add that all employees wear reflective shirts or vests, something bright that sticks out. Mayor Crowell asked the council if this is something the city pays for, Ron stated we need to. Michelle shared the employee handbook states the city will buy uniforms for employees. Fred didn’t think this item needs to be added to the handbook because it’s in there you are just making sure the shirts purchased are a bright vibrant color. Ron said, yes, wear orange, yellow or neon green. 
f) Trees – Ron stated a dead tree went down and took out our pole, transformer and electric in the area. He shared the ordinance stating it should be the landowner’s responsibility and should pay for any damage, but according to Penny they weren’t notified until after the damage. Fred said there is no reason to notify the landowner, just send them a bill for the damage. Mayor Crowell instructed Michelle to get a bill ready for the landowner.
g) Dog Kennels – Mayor Crowell stated Penny spoke to her before the meeting and shared the state inspector was at the kennels today and we did not pass inspection. Penny stated there are forms required to be filled out for each animal, a deposit is required for an adopted pet that can be refunded once proof the dog has been fixed. The person adopting the dog has 90 days to get it done or the city has to go take the dog back to kennel. Are kennels need to be painted and the rusty fencing needs to be fixed/replaced. Sharlyn Thompson asked who is responsible for the kennels and Penny stated it was me. Joe said, according to our city ordinance the police department is responsible for animal control. Danny Ware Jr asked if the laws had changed or was it something we didn’t do. Penny stated, it’s something we didn’t do. Joe shared that we are going to need new dog houses, he also suggested that animal control has a separate bank account to help cover costs of remodeling, euthanasians, and now this fine that could be anywhere from $200.00 to $5,000.00 if we don’t get in compliance. Mayor Crowell assured the city will get into compliance and ask they get pricing on dog boxes or find a different alternative. Danny Ware Jr asked if it was necessary to have 5, Joe stated yes at times. Joe also shared, to take a dog to ACARF under contract is $95.00 a dog. Mayor Crowell suggested getting numbers together and see which would be best for city.

REPORTS OF CITY OFFICERS
a) Fred Works, City Attorney – Fred shared he was contacted by the State of Kansas about a La Harpe property owned by Dorothy Dix, she is deceased and the property is not being taken care of. The State of Kansas does not own the property they have a lean on it but according to the county they are listed as owners along with Sarilou Wilks. Fred is suggesting maybe getting a quit claim deed so the city has more control. The council seemed interested in that so Fred stated he will follow up with the State of Kansas an get more information.

b) Roy Caler, Water Representative – Nothing to report.

c) Joe Stotler, Police Chief – Shared his monthly time cards and report. Joe stated, there has been a string of break-ins in La Harpe and our city building was a target and I don’t think these glass doors are good. Mayor Crowell suggested looking into pricing for some different doors. Joe stated the individual did some damage at the city park and the post office but was apprehended. I’ve been working on replacing stop signs, about 20% is completed, all of main street is done. 

d) Penny Miller, Code/Animal Control –Shared her monthly reports. Penny stated Jim Smith’s new property just needs electric installed. Over on Broadway we have started his sewer line, still need to do water and electric and the property over on Jackson, everything is done except the sewer.

e) [bookmark: _Hlk77249859]Marc Waggoner, Fire Chief- Shared the fire meeting minutes; The La Harpe Volunteer Fire Department met for the monthly meeting. Present: Josh Sparks, Marc Waggoner Sr., Ronald Splector, Kiefer Endicott, Matthew Waggoner, Dennis Sidebottom, Bill Gay, and Meghan Sparks. Absent were Pamela Waggoner and Justin Pritchard. Took trucks to 9th & Main and hooked up to hydrant and did water training exercises on three different trucks then filled them and headed back to station and talked about upcoming events with the fire department October 11th, fire prevention week with preschoolers. October 19th will be the farm city day parade and October 30th trunk or treat, then ended meeting.

f) Maintenance Department - The workorders were shared. Larry shared both electric trucks have been tested and they are now waiting to have a 15-year stress test done on them. We had one issue on a truck but Travis was able to fix it and save us about $800.00. Larry stated the city of Moran is going to digital electric meters and have a bunch of old meters to donate to the city, they are meters we are using and will save the city money for years. Today I picked up 460 meters, and suggested changing out any old meter. Penny reminded Larry the meters have different meter cans. Mayor Crowell suggested get pricing on the meter cans they will fit in. Penny stated the crew is going to need more conduit. Travis Doolittle offered to put a new roof on the old concession stand if the city wants to do that Mayor Crowell mentioned La Harpe Days was interested in using it and we have ball tournaments that could benefit from it. Mayor Crowell asked him to look into the pricing to get the building done.

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Sausage, Egg and Cheddar Farmers Breakfast
Ingredients
· 6 large eggs
· 1/3 cup 2% milk
· 1/2 teaspoon dried parsley flakes
· 1/4 teaspoon salt
· 6 ounces bulk pork sausage
· 1 tablespoon butter
· 1-1/2 cups frozen cubed hash brown potatoes, thawed
· 1/4 cup chopped onion
· 1 cup shredded cheddar cheese
· Optional: Cooked crumbled bacon, minced chives and halved cherry tomatoes
Directions
1. Whisk eggs, milk, parsley and salt; set aside. In a 9-in. cast-iron or other heavy skillet, cook sausage over medium heat until no longer pink; remove and drain. In same skillet, heat butter over medium heat. Add potatoes and onion; cook and stir until tender, 5-7 minutes. Return sausage to pan.
2. Add the egg mixture; cook and stir until almost set. Sprinkle with cheese. Cover and cook for 1-2 minutes until the cheese is melted. If desired, top with bacon, chives and cherry tomatoes.

Ingredients
· 1 pound bulk pork sausage
· 1-1/4 cups chopped celery
· 1/2 cup chopped onion
· 1/2 cup sliced fresh mushrooms
· 1 large garlic clove, minced
· 1-1/2 cups reduced-sodium chicken broth
· 1 teaspoon rubbed sage
· 1 package (6 ounces) stuffing mix
Directions
1. In a large skillet, cook the sausage, celery, onion and mushrooms over medium heat until meat is no longer pink. Add garlic; cook 1 minute longer; drain. Stir in broth and sage.
2. Bring to a boil. Stir in stuffing mix. Cover and remove from the heat; let stand for 5 minutes. Fluff with a fork.

                           How to Grill a Turkey
Ingredients
· 2 cups water
· 1-1/2 cups chicken broth
· 1 cup reduced-sodium soy sauce
· 2/3 cup lemon juice
· 2 garlic cloves, minced
· 1-1/2 teaspoons ground ginger
· 1 teaspoon pepper
· 2 turkey-size oven roasting bags
· 1 turkey (12 to 14 pounds)

Directions
1. Combine the first 7 ingredients; set aside and refrigerate 1 cup for basting. Place 1 oven roasting bag inside the other. Place turkey inside inner bag; pour in remaining marinade. Seal bags, pressing out as much air as possible; turn to coat turkey. Place in a shallow roasting pan. Refrigerate overnight, turning several times.
2. Remove turkey; drain and discard marinade.
3. Prepare grill for indirect medium heat. Tuck wings under turkey and arrange breast side down on grill rack. Grill, covered, for 1 hour.
4. If using a charcoal grill, add 10 briquettes to coals; turn the turkey. Baste with reserved marinade. Cook, covered, for 1-1/2 to 2 hours, adding 10 briquettes to maintain heat and brushing with marinade every 30 minutes until thermometer inserted in thigh reads 170°. Remove turkey from grill; tent with foil. Let stand 20 minutes before carving.
